It lays right by my bed, as 

it is one of my favorites.  One particular night after a bad day of training, I looked down 

at the book before I got into bed.  Now, I had already taken off my glasses and it was 

dark.  On the front of the book, the word BELIEVE was glowing in the dark.  I had never 

noticed the title of the book before this moment and I was reading it without my 

glasses!!  If I had any doubt before, this was a sure sign to me that God's angels were 

looking after me and wanted me to have faith in myself.  Even though I still struggle, I 

am secure in the fact I am not alone in my struggles and my faith comforts me.

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  The red and blue lightning cross emblem of Unidiversal Ministries 
 

  UCF Ministries identifies with this cross of red and blue lightning bolts.  It is the emblem representing 

Unidiversal Christian Faith and exemplifies the power of the cross.  When shared on certificates to honor faith-filled 

coworkers and ministries for sharing in like vision, the Lightning Cross is displayed on certificates as recognition that they 

too prioritize what it represents. 

 

Why Red and Blue: Blood appears blue when pumping through veins, but appears to turn red as it leaves the body.  Red

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  Only Sinners Go To Heaven 
 

 On hearing this, Jesus said to them, "It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick. I have not come to call the 

righteous, but sinners." Mark 2:17 NIV 

 

Are you a sinner? Or are you righteous? Before answering know this, Romans 3:10 states it plain and simple; there is 

none righteous, no, not one. And remember Jesus did not come for the righteous but those who have transgressed 

(sinned) against God. Romans 3:23 also tells us "for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God". So if your 

answer is sinner then you have good news, you get to go to heaven if you believe God provided the way through 

Jesus.  

 

I have seen so many people say they believe in Jesus, but try to cover their own sin by pointing out other's sin. We 

must not judge other's, period. I don't know about you, but I want to go to heaven and I want to see everyone else 

go to heaven too. So I choose to say I'm a sinner, saved by grace because I believe in Jesus, and I get to go to heaven. 

When people point out other's sin, then in essence they are saying they are self-righteous and have no need for 

Jesus' sacrifice. What they are doing is no different than the religious in Jesus' time. They wanted to be seen for what 

they did, such as loving the most important seats in the synagogues and greetings in the marketplaces (Luke 11:43 

NIV) 

 

Do people not do this today? Some go to church to be seen, so it can be said of them that they were there, then they 

want to get noticed in what they're wearing. They are not going for the teachings. However can't the same be said 

about the teachings? Some teach the kingdom of God, but they don't get into the real meaning of it. They love their 

religion so much they focus on its rituals. These rituals are coverings, these rituals can be self-righteous just as they 

were in Jesus' time, these rituals are man made! 

 

As a sinner who does not depend on rituals I know I am unworthy of heaven and that I love Jesus with all of my 

heart. I have confessed I am a sinner and I know that Jesus was not. He is the only one who is righteous and He 

invites us to be the righteousness of God in Him (2 Corinthians 5:21). 

 

Jesus said that in this world we shall have tribulation but be of good cheer because He has overcome the world (John 

16:33). We are guaranteed trials and tribulations and sometimes we will fall, but it is our faith that keeps us going. 

Jesus was known to say many times that faith has healed you or made you whole and to go in peace from your 

suffering. This still applies to us today. 

 

So choose faith through unearned grace. And, as a sinner, remember we do not need to remain in sin, but can allow 

God to cleanse us.

If God wanted your life deconstructed, could He deconstruct it? 

 

3 John 1:2 

Beloved, I wish above all things that you may prosper and be in health, even as your soul prospers. 

 

The Bible says that God wants us to prosper and be in health.  It would be best to have prosperity, health, and a 

willingness to change as He sees fit; but if the ease of prosperity and health are getting in the way of having that

When I was growing up in church I heard minister after minister talk about how we are not to store up treasures on 

earth but to store our treasures in heaven.

through and steal: 

20 But lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust does corrupt, and where thieves do 

not break through nor steal:

housing and suits to wear in church services.  They taught Bible principles of giving money and generously helping 

others in need. 
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  I was a dedicated teenager and would have lived at church if I could have.  I enjoyed working in church; and pretty 

much any money I earned above the few bills I had went to building up church ministry and being involved in every way 

I could; well into my 20s.  It was nothing for me to travel hundreds of miles just to be in a service somewhere and 

return right after the service to be at work the next day.  Almost all of my week or two of vacation days each year were 

used for church involvement. 

 

It has been really something to meet a few others who did the same thing and I have related very well with them when 

they shared experience of being let down and extremely disappointed by fellow church-goers who accused them of

The reality is that our common experiences have been to be rejected for doing our best with what we had, which was 

our own hard-earned resources in no way connected with churcƘ ǊŜǎƻǳǊŎŜǎΦ  LǘΩǎ ŀƳŀȊƛƴƎ Ƙƻǿ ǎƻƳŜ ŎƘǳǊŎƘ-goers so 

easily leveled accusations against us; and others simply allowed it to happen without research or cause.  It is even more 

amazing how much leadership and laity alike flowed with ease in rivers of condemnation and discouragement when

adequate homes, enough nice clothes and more provisions than are needed to feed a small army, exceptional cars, and 

secure retirement savings while I have seen more people who were just trying to give and do their best, and were 

resisted from churches for every possible excuse, having to dedicate their lives to 40 to 80 hour work weeks just getting 

by, many without benefits, and having lost retirement savings to financial catastrophes, sometimes multiple times. 

 

What am I saying?  The people I know and have seen who have been willing to give whatever it takes are remaining or 

returning to be just as dedicated to the work and love of faith while those who resisted, rejected, and condemned 

these people (many continue doing so) leave no room for God to deconstruct their life if He wanted to.  The 

repentance that these people preach from pulpits and shove down the throats of anyone who will listen is not the 

repentance of the Bible, it is a type of repentance that allow for legalism, elitism in churches, excludes people not like
